Furthermore, the conference underscores the importance of transnational dialogue and
comparative inquiry. Graduate students from Taiwan, Japan, and the Czech Republic are invited
to engage in parallel analyses and in-depth discussions of shared research interests. Through this
exchange across diverse cultural and academic traditions, participants are encouraged to reconsider
the roles and meanings of the humanities in today’s technological age, reaffirm their core values,
and explore new directions for interdisciplinary research enriched by multicultural perspectives.
